Ms. Oba is sharing her know-how on “how to talk to children” based on her
own experiences.

On the other hand, she also says that know-how is useful, but it is not a
panacea.

While spreading her know-how to help parents through their difficulties,
Ms. Oba also places importance on directly facing each child. She also is
very seriously dealing with ChatGPT (generative Al).
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Awareness came from recognizing the limitations of ChatGPT

I believe that it's important not to force perfection or the elimination of flaws and limitations upon my own children,
but rather to value those aspects as well. I think the same might apply to ChatGPT. Currently, ChatGPT struggles with
sharing experiences, engaging emotionally, and demonstrating empathy. However, this limitation might actually
enable it to view children from a neutral perspective.

Parents consider how to talk to address their children based on the experiences and emotional interactions they've
had over time, stemming from their role as parents. Nevertheless, I've come to think that this can sometimes lead to
preconceived notions and biases like “My child is this type of person,” which could inadvertently narrow down a child’s
possibilities.

I hope AI becomes a harmonious partner with humans,
rather than becoming all-powerful

There is a demand to make Al capable of various tasks such as cooking and checking homework. However, I believe
that there are also advantages to Al not being able to do such things. If we can establish a mutually supportive
relationship, I think there’s no need to worry too much about Al As a parent, the decision of when to rely on Al or to
prioritize your own emotions and words, feels like something that will remain unchanged, involving trial and error
while considering the child's reactions in each specific situation.
