He gave ChatGPT a theme and asked it to create a poem, or critique his
own poems, and played with it to his heart's content,
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It would be great if AI could surpass human analysis
and find tacit knowledge from data!

There are times when a poem that seems good at first glance does not seem intuitively good.
Ithink that's the secret of poetry’s sentiment.

Poetry has something that no amount of analysis can grasp.

The more words we use to explain the secret, the more difficult it becomes to understand.
There is a space where you can't say it all, and that is poetry.

It would be great if ChatGPT came to understand this secret as well.

Coincidence and necessity, awareness and unawareness

If it's based on a large amount of data, it's possible that something unexpected will turn up.

Itis subtle, but I think it is different whether the unexpected words that came out in that way can be called poetry.
There is a limit to what the normal human brain can receive, and I think that good poetry may be something that is
being felt somewhere else.

Sometimes what I think would be strange to me turns out to be good poetry.

Even when the resulting poem is good, I don't remember that I used such words, and I don't understand how it came about.

I'm not sure what makes a good poem.
Maybe it is not something that can be calculated and understood, but something that transcends dimensions.
That s probably the difference between poetry and prose.
